Members were enraged by comments made at the NSDC planning meeting regarding 
Fullers’ application and that Cllr Jeffery was barred from speaking despite requesting to do 
so before the meeting.  Discussion was held on proposals for further action.  It was noted 
that Matt Lamb of NSDC, despite requests, had not attended any GPC (monthly) meeting. 

6. TRAFFIC & HIGHWAYS MATTERS 

Cllr Platten asked if any further action had been possible regarding parking on Brookland 
Close – TC responded that he’d been unable to find the owner of area of land in question.  
NSDC, NCC and N & S Homes all deny responsibility.  Cllr Platten is to look on Land 
Registry. 

It was noted that the roadside between Fullers and the Bridge is still overgrown.  TC to 
report to NCC. 

RC Services to be ask for quote for cutting hedging between the sub-station on Main Street 
and the Green, south of bench.

8. THE RIVERSIDE PROJECT, GRAVEL EXTRACTION AND FLOOD ALLEVIATION
